ABOUT FACE TO FAITH

Face to Faittaims to improve religious literacy in young people, which is a vital skill in an increasingly,
complex global society. The programme is designed to engagadary students across the world in
discussion about the role faith plays in their lives, their communities and the modern world. Using
videoconferencing, studeniavestigate big, global issuadiscuss a range of opinions, values and beliefs
and exploe the reasons for different perspectives. By learning about those of different social, cultura
religious perspectives, young people build an awareness of the role of faith in their lives and in the li
others.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Students exple the different meanings of wealth and povertoth spiritual and materialistic and
interpret what different faiths have to say about wealth and in turn charity. The videoconference
encounter is an opportunity for students to share their thoughts othfand wealth and how wealth may
best be used with regards giving to charity. Key questions asked intlodewould you spread your
wealth? What guidance do different faiths provide for how we should give and what we should give?
charities are the mst deservingThe module concludes with an activity to encourage students tolick
to their community through small but meaningful acts.

PREPARING FOR YOUR LESSON: LAYING THE FOUNDATION

We strongly recommend that educators remind students of thedapicture. That is, participating in this
module is part of a global initiative connecting young people around the world in meaningful dialogue
about the impact of faith on their lives. Whether during your lesson or reflection dftice to Faith
programme, we suggest that you lay the foundation for students by emphasizing that they are part of
something larger, and by building on these basic activities (below) will help prepare them for the
videoconference encounter with students from different coues; cultures and faithsfFace to Faittaims
to empower and encourage students to look beyond what is familiar and challenge them to explore
different perspectives from peers around the world.
